Retreat Regulations
1. There is a definite water hazard.  The park is surrounded by jagged rock walls with the Hudson River on the other side.  Every unit is responsible for the members of their Pack, Troop, or Crew.
2. Each unit is responsible for obtaining their own Tour Permit.

3. Unit leaders will be required to document that they have received, read, understand and will follow these rules.  Failure to do so may result in the loss of insurance coverage should a claim arise.
4. No open or ground fires.  Cooking is limited to using propane.

5. The ground is very hard and rocky.  Metal tent stakes are recommended.

6. The vending machines in the pavilion are off limits to all Scouts.

7. The Men’s room under the pavilion is off limits to all Scouts.

8. The Lady’s room under the pavilion is available to female scouts , Scouters, and guests.

9. Portable toilets have been provided for retreat participants.  One has been designated for women only.

10. The Catholic Committee will provide lunch and dinner on Saturday.  Units are responsible for their own food on Friday evening, Saturday and Sunday morning.

11. Cub Scouts that are working on either the Light of Christ or Parvuli Dei award should bring their workbook with them.  Please make sure that their name and phone number is on the book.
12. A Lost & Found area will be set up under the pavilion.

13. Prior to leaving the park on Sunday morning a site inspection will be required.  Retreat patches will be distributed at the conclusion of the site inspection.

14. Be prepared for inclement weather.

15. We share the park with animals; raccoons, squirrels, skunks, and snakes.  While some animals are accustomed to being fed by park visitors, it is best to leave them alone.

16. All un-eaten food and garbage should be removed from the site and placed in the dumpster provided as often as possible to keep unwanted animals out of the sites.
